INTAS CALLS FOR EXTERNAL EVALUATORS 
INTAS (International Association for the promotion of co-operation with scientists from the New Independent States of the former Soviet Union) is looking for experts to complete its database of external evaluators ahead of the closure of its Calls 2003. The evaluation of proposals, scheduled for July-September 2003, will be done electronically via the INTAS web-site.

INTAS is a dedicated instrument for cooperation activities with Russia and the other NIS countries in the 6th Framework Programme for European Research and Technological Development.  Its budget out of the 6th FP for the period of 2003-2006 amounts to 70 million Euro. INTAS supports research activities in all fields of science, comprising fundamental as well as applied research. Selection of proposals for funding is based on an independent peer review. 

Experts are needed for the evaluation of proposals for research projects and networks submitted by East-West consortia, and for the assessment of applications for fellowships for young NIS scientists. In 2003 INTAS has introduced also a new activity, a call for the INTAS Innovation Grant with the aim of promoting the further development, utilization and marketing of INTAS research results. INTAS therefore needs also evaluators with experience in innovation, valorisation of research results and technology transfer. Evaluators receive a modest expert honorarium for their contribution. More details on the evaluation rules and procedure are available in the below-mentioned section of the INTAS web-site.
If you are interested in becoming an INTAS evaluator, please fill in the registration form on the INTAS website http://www.intas.be (follow the link "evaluators" on the main page). The registration form consists of a declaration on the acceptance of the INTAS rules for evaluators, your contact details, keywords and free words describing your scientific expertise, and your CV. Only after provision of all these elements your registration as evaluator becomes effective.

After completion of the registration form and its submission to INTAS via Internet you will receive by e-mail your personal INTAS evaluator identification number (ID), username and password. These codes will allow access to the INTAS database in order to take part in the evaluation process and to update whenever needed your personal information. Please do not send any additional documents by fax, e-mail or post.

You will be contacted by INTAS if your expertise is required. Whilst this may not happen for the current 2003 call, your details will remain on the INTAS database and you may be invited for future evaluations.
